


vears old. It faces the rising sun and measures 187 feet (57 metres)

long and stands 66 feet high (20 metres). The Sphinx is the guardian
of the ancient burial grounds in which the famous Khéops pyramid resides.
Its face resembles that of Pharaoh Khéphren, Khéops younger brother who
ruled Egypt between 2520 and 2494 BC. In its whole the Sphinx symbolis-
es royal power with the head of the statue representing intelligence and the
body strength. The Pharaoh Khéphren, who ruled during one of the most
prosperous times in Egypt’s history, had the great pyramids built and drafted
the finest works in the field of science.

Once the kings abandoned the burial grounds, the Sphinx was covered up o
its neck in sand. It was dubbed Abou’l Hol by the Arabs, an expression that
means “the father of terror”. The first attempt to uncover it dates back to
1400 BC. The young Touthmosis IV who fell asleep beneath the giant head,
dreamed that the Sphinx promised him the crown if he could release it from
its restraints. The enthusiastic young man immediately rounded up an exca-
vation party. After much effort, only the Sphinx’s front paws were partially
liberated. To commemorate his dream, Touthmosis IV placed a stone at the
foot of the monument. It was only in 1817 during the first modern dig, super-
vised by Captain Caviglia, that the chest of the Sphinx was finally uncov-
ered. The Sphinx of Gyzeh was completely dug up in 1925 to the pleasure of
visitors, who were ecstatic to finally see the giant in all its glory.

But Who Broke the Sphinx’s Nose?

For numerous years, it was presumed that the Sphinx’s nose was broken in
1798 by a cannon ball fired by Napoleon’s soldiers. It is only recently that
an American Archaeologist discovered evidence that suggests that two
bars, used as levers, were inserted at the base of the Sphinx’s nose. The
appendix of rock, which is 33 feet (10 metres) across, was pulled off some-
time between the 10* and 15" centuries by armed Muslims, whose religion
forbids all representation of sacred objects.

A quick check on the under side to see if there are skele-
ton cuts would be most prudent.

HELPFUL HINTS

Handling the puzzle pieces may cause static electricity which could make them
cling to your clothing. Keep your puzzle away from infants and house pets.
Animals love to chew the foam pieces and this may cause choking. Please note
however, that they are non-toxic. In order to preserve your puzzle, keep away from
intense heat such as radiators and the sun. This may cause warping and color
fading.

Although Wrebbit Inc. guarantees the quality of its products, our Customer Service
Department is there to help you in any way needed. Should anything happen to a
piece of your Puzz-3D", simply send us this technical drawing with the area circled
where the problem is occuring. Do not forget to write down your name and
address along with your telephone number (and area code).

Remember to check thoroughly through your bag of discarded red-dot pieces to
determine if any good puzzle pieces are still attached.
